Lesson Plan: Academic Planning (week 6)
Objective: To provide students with a greater knowledge of different majors programs that are on campus. Show them that backup plans are important and almost needed in case something goes wrong. Explain what it means to be in a specific major. This will all be accomplished through questions, provided by the students (the week before – submitted via email), which will be asked of the student panel that I will assemble in the weeks leading up to this class.
Pre-Class Preparation: Get information together about different programs on campus. Find people that are willing to help you out by having a student panel that has students from different programs in it. Either way, have information about different programs that students are interested in. In the week before ask the students what programs they are interested in and then try to find out as much as you can about the programs and then try to explain the process to apply for a major, etc…
